ORDER GRANTING VARIANCE
On December 11, 2002, Kansas City Power & Light Company filed an application requesting a variance from the separate meter requirement (4 CSR 240-20.050).  On March 11, 2003, KCPL supplemented its application to ask for a variance from its Tariff Sheet No. 1.19, Section 5 .03(b).

In its application, KCPL stated that one of its customers, during renovations, had set up an apartment building to be master-metered rather than separately metered (that is, so that all electricity used in the building flows through one “master” meter rather than flowing through a separate meter for each apartment).  KCPL stated that it would not be in the interest of the customer or the customer’s tenants to require the apartment building to be rewired.

Also on March 11, the Electric Meter Variance Committee of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a recommendation that the Commission approve KCPL’s request for a variance from its tariff.  The Variance Committee also stated that the actions of KCPL and its tenant did not require a variance from the Commission’s rules since the apartment building was built before 1981, and effectively exempt from the Individual Electric Metering requirement of 4 CSR 240-20.050.

The Commission finds that, under the specific circumstances here, good cause has been demonstrated to grant KCPL a variance from its tariff to allow a master meter at this location.  The Commission also agrees that a variance from  4 CSR 240-20.050 is not required because of the age of the building. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the application for waiver filed by Kansas City Power & Light Company on December 11, 2002, as supplemented by its pleading on March 11, 2003, is granted as to its tariff sheet No. 1.19, Section 5 .03(b).

That this order shall become effective on April 6, 2003.
