ORDER DIRECTING FILING


On October 9, 2002, Jim Levin from the Mediation Clinic of the School of Law at the University of Missouri in Columbia filed a letter with the Missouri Public Service Commission stating that Sprint Communications Company L.P. and Southwestern Bell Telephone Company did not reach an agreement after two days of mediation.  Levin further stated that the Clinic has therefore ended the mediation and returned the case to the Commission.

The Commission stayed the proceeding by a mediation referral order issued July 16, 2002.  Since mediation has not succeeded, the Commission will withdraw the stay order.  The Commission will also set a deadline for filing a response if Southwestern Bell wishes to answer the complaint of Sprint.

That the mediation referral order issued by the Missouri Public Service Commission on July 16, 2002, is withdrawn.

That if Southwestern Bell Telephone Company chooses to file a response to the complaint of Sprint Communications Company L.P., it must do so by October 28, 2002.
