ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR

EXTENSION OF TIME

On August 25, 2004, the Commission held a prehearing conference.  At that conference, the parties moved the Commission for an extension of time in which to file a proposed procedural schedule.  

A previous Commission order required the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule no later than September 1.  The parties asked for an extension of time until October 1.  They said they needed that extra time to allow them time to see if discovery is necessary.  In turn, that extra time for discovery would allow the parties to learn if they wanted a hearing, or would like to submit their cases on the briefs.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) allows parties ten days to respond to any pleading.  Because, however, the parties jointly moved the Commission for relief, the Commission will rule on their motion now.  The Commission, therefore, takes up the parties’ joint motion unopposed, finds it reasonable, and grants it.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission’s and News-Press & Gazette Company d/b/a St. Joseph Cablevision’s motion for extension of time is granted.

2. That the parties shall file a proposed procedural schedule no later than October 1, 2004.

3. That this order shall become effective on August 26, 2004.
