ORDER DIRECTING FILING 

This order directs Lockheed Martin Global Telecommunications Services to respond to Staff’s motion for summary disposition. 

On February 18, 2004, Staff filed its complaint against Lockheed Martin.  On April 1, Staff filed a Motion for Summary Disposition.

In lieu of a response to Staff’s motion, the parties filed a Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement.  The Commission suspended Lockheed Martin’s duty to respond to Staff’s motion pending its consideration of the agreement.  On September 2, the Commission rejected the agreement.  The Commission, therefore, will require Lockheed Martin to respond to Staff’s motion.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Lockheed Martin Global Telecommunications Services, Inc., shall respond to the Staff of the Commission’s Motion for Summary Disposition no later than October 8, 2004.

2. That this order shall become effective on September 8, 2004.
