ORDER DIRECTING FILING OF STATUS REPORT


On July 2, 2002, the Missouri Public Service Commission granted The Phone Connection, Inc., d/b/a Affordable Phone Company, a certificate of service authority to provide basic local exchange telecommunications services, subject to certain conditions.  The certificate, the Commission noted, will become effective on the date that Affordable’s tariff (or its notice of adoption of a tariff) has been approved by the Commission and has become effective.  The Commission also ordered that Affordable’s tariff (or its notice of adoption of a tariff) must be filed by August 1, 2002.


Affordable filed a status report on October 9, 2002.  Since that date, nothing has been filed in this case.  Thus, the Commission will direct that the applicant must file either pleadings in compliance with the order granting the certificate or a status report.



IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That The Phone Connection, Inc., d/b/a Affordable Phone Company, must file, by May 9, 2003, either a status report or a pleading fully complying with the order granting a certificate of service authority issued by the Missouri Public Service Commission on July 2, 2002.

2. That this order will become effective on April 18, 2003.
