ORDER CONSOLIDATING CASES


Case Numbers TT-2002-129, TT-2002-1136, XT-2003-0047, LT-2004-0616, and XT-2004-0617 have been remanded to the Commission for further proceedings by the Circuit Court of Cole County.  At a conference held on March 2, 2005, each of the parties agreed that these cases involve common questions of law and fact.  They further agreed that the cases should be consolidated.   
4 CSR 240-2.110(3) provides that the Commission may act to consolidate pending actions involving related questions of law or fact.  The issues in each of these cases are inter-related.  Keeping the cases separate would only require duplicate filings of every pleading and order.  Therefore, the cases should be consolidated for all purposes.  Case Number TT-2002-129 will be designated as the lead case and hereafter all pleadings filed in the consolidated case will be filed in TT-2002-129.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That Case Numbers TT-2002-1136, XT-2003-0047, LT-2004-0616, and XT-2004-0617 are consolidated with Case Number TT-2002-129.  Case Number TT-2002-129 is designated as the lead case. 

2. That this order shall become effective on March 2, 2005.
