ORDER REGARDING TARIFF 


On March 27, 2003, Southwestern Bell Communications Services, Inc., d/b/a SBC Long Distance issued a tariff revision that would introduce four Value Plus Promotions.  The tariff carries an effective date of April 12, 2003.

On April 4, the Staff of the Commission filed a motion asking the Commission to suspend SBC Long Distance’s proposed tariff.  Staff argues that the SBC Long Distance’s Value Plus plans have an improper winback component and Staff has moved to suspend the tariff that creates those plans in Case No. TT-2003-0391.  Staff indicates that this promotion would be meaningless if the underlying plan is suspended so Staff asks that this promotional tariff also be suspended. 


On April 4, the Commission issued an order that shortened the time for response to Staff’s motion by directing that any party wishing to respond do so on or before April 8, 2003.   On April 8, the Office of the Public Counsel filed a response indicating that it supports Staff’s motion to suspend SBC Long Distance’s tariffs.  SBC Long Distance filed a response on April 8 in which it argues that these are competitive interexchange tariffs and on that basis should not be suspended.  It further argues that the winback elements of these plans are not tied to a term agreement and that, on the basis of the Commission’s decision in TT-2003-472, they are not harmful to competition.

The Commission would like more time to consider SBC Long Distance’s tariff and Staff’s objections to it.  Staff requests more time to review the proprietary of the per-minute charges in the Value Plus plans.  For that purpose, the tariff will be suspended for 30 days, as permitted by Section 392.230.3, RSMo 2000.  


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the tariff sheets issued on March 27, 2003, by Southwestern Bell Communications Services, Inc., d/b/a SBC Long Distance, and assigned Tariff No. JX-2003-1743, are suspended for a period of 30 days beyond April 12, 2003, to May 12,  2003, or until otherwise ordered by this Commission.  The tariff sheets suspended are:
