ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On March 21, 2005, the Missouri Public Service Commission held a Prehearing Conference in this matter.  On March 22, 2005, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued an Order Granting Intervention to NuVox Communications of Missouri, Inc.  Although NuVox had not yet been made a party to this matter, the company was present at the prehearing conference.  The parties were therefore afforded an opportunity to settle this matter.  
If, however, the matter should proceed to hearing, the Commission will require the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule.  The procedural schedule should include, if applicable, a stipulation of facts, a date for the filing of prehearing and post-hearing briefs, and the number of witness each expects to call and the nature of such witnesses’ testimony. The parties are reminded the Commission will act on this matter no later than May 11, 2005.  Thus, the Commission will require that the last day of hearing be held no later than April 15, 2005, and that the case be submitted to the Commission no later than April 27, 2005.  
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the parties shall file a procedural schedule, as described above, no later than April 1, 2005.

2. That this order shall become effective on March 24, 2005.
