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Recommendation for Approval of tariff filing

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff” and "Commission"), by and through Counsel, and for its Recommendation For Approval Of Tariff Filing, states the following:

1.
On August 8, 2002, the Commission issued its Order Approving Application for Certificate of Convenience and Necessity (“08/08/02 Order”) in Case No. SA-2002-404, in which it granted Timber Creek Sewer Company (“Company”) authority to expand its service area near Platte City to the west and south.  As a part of its Order, the Commission directed the Company to file revised tariff sheets consistent with the 08/08/02 Order no later than September 9, 2002.  The Commission further directed that the required tariff filing be made with greater than 30-days notice.

2.
On August 27, 2002, the Commission issued its Order Granting Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“08/27/02 Order”) in Case No. SO-2002-1061, in which it granted the Company authority to expand its service area east of Platte City to include what is known as the Summerset subdivision.  As a part of its Order, the Commission directed the Company to file revised tariff sheets consistent with the Order no later than September 26, 2002.

3.
By a letter dated September 5, 2002, which was stamped “filed” at the Commission’s offices on September 6, 2002, the Company submitted two (2) revised tariff sheets intended to be in compliance with the Commission orders referenced in Paragraphs 1 and 2 above.  The subject tariff sheets bore an issue date of  September 9, 2002, and an effective date of October 10, 2002.  Upon being stamped “filed”, this tariff filing was scanned into the Commission's electronic filing and information system by personnel in the Commission's Data Center and was assigned Tariff Tracking No. JW-2003-0276.
4.
The Staff has reviewed the Company’s September 6 tariff filing and is of the opinion that the subject tariff sheets are in compliance with the Commission orders referenced in Paragraphs 1 and 2 above.  Martin Hummel of the Commission’s Water & Sewer Department performed the review of the tariff sheets on behalf of the Staff.

5.
After the subject revised tariff sheets become effective, the Company will have a tariff that depicts its entire service area, including the areas that the Commission authorized in the two instant cases.

6.
The Staff notes that the subject tariff filing does not affect any other matter pending before the Commission with regard to the Company, that the Company has no outstanding Commission annual reports and that the Company has no delinquent Commission assessment payments (it is paying its current year's assessment on a quarterly basis).  Dale Johansen of the Commission's Water & Sewer Department conducted the necessary reviews on behalf of the Staff regarding these matters.  (Information reviewed included annual report filing records for calendar years 1997 through 2001 and assessment payment records for fiscal years 1996 through 2003.)

7.
Since the Company's September 6, 2002 tariff filing satisfies the filing requirements for both of the above-styled cases, the Staff recommends that the Commission issue an order approving the subject tariff revisions in Case No. SA-2002-404, and that the Commission issue an order in Case No. SO-2002-1061 recognizing that it approved the subject tariff revisions in SA-2002-404.

8.
Upon Commission approval of the subject tariff sheets, no further action will be needed in the either of the above-styled cases and the Staff thus recommends that these cases be closed.
WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully recommends that the Commission issue its orders consistent with the provisions of Paragraphs 7 and 8 above.  The revised tariff sheets to be approved are:
