ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO CLASSIFY PREVIOUSLY FILED LETTER AS HIGHLY CONFIDENTIAL


On June 21, 2002, TCG St. Louis and TCG Kansas City filed a motion asking that the Commission classify a previously filed document as highly confidential.  The document in question is a letter from counsel for Southwestern Bell Telephone to counsel for the TCG companies.  The letter contains information regarding the number of business access lines served by the TCG companies.  When those numbers appeared elsewhere in the record, the TCG companies designated them as highly confidential.  The TCG companies placed the letter containing the highly confidential information into the file on June 17, as an attachment to a Motion to Strike Portions of SWBT’s Reply Brief; thus, inadvertently exposing their own highly confidential information.  


The TCG companies ask the Commission to ameliorate the self-inflicted harm resulting from this inadvertent disclosure by removing the unclassified letter from the file and substituting the NP and HC versions of the letter that are attached to their motion.  The TCG companies further request that the Commission order all parties to destroy the

unclassified letter and to confirm that they have destroyed the letter by filing a writing to that effect with the Commission.


The Commission will grant the motion to the extent that it will order its Data Center to remove the original, unclassified letter from the official file and to replace it with the NP and HC copies provided by the TCG companies.  The Commission will also direct the parties to destroy their copies of the original, unclassified letter.  However, as the parties can be trusted to follow the Commission’s order, they will not be ordered to file a writing confirming the destruction of the letter. 


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Motion to Classify Previously Filed Letter as Highly Confidential is granted.

2.
That the Commission’s Data Center is directed to remove from the official file the unclassified copy of the May 1, 2002 letter from Mimi McDonald to Carl Lumley that was attached to the Motion to Strike Portions of SWBT’s Reply Brief filed on June 17, 2002.  The Data Center shall replace the unclassified copy of the letter with the NP and HC versions of the letter attached to the Motion to Classify Previously Filed Letter as Highly Confidential.    

3.
That all parties to this case are directed to destroy the unclassified copy of the May 1, 2002 letter from Mimi McDonald to Carl Lumley that was attached to the Motion to Strike Portions of SWBT’s Reply Brief. 

4.
That this order shall become effective on June 24, 2002.
