MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIMEtc "JOINT APPLICATION"

COMES NOW Telrite Corporation (“Telrite” or “Joint Applicant”), by and through counsel, pursuant to 4CSR 240-2, and hereby moves the Commission for an extension of time for the filing of a supplemental, revised or amended tariff in this matter. 

In support of this Motion, Joint Applicant Telrite states the following:

1.
On February 17, 2005, the Commission issued its “Order Approving Joint Application” in this case, authorizing a transfer of assets from OneStar Long Distance, Inc. to Telrite.

2.
“ORDERED: 4” of the February 17 “Order Approving Joint Application” directs Telrite Corporation to “file a supplemental, revised or amended tariff that mirrors the terms and conditions of OneStar Long Distance, Inc.’s interexchange tariff, or a pleading explaining why it does not need to file such a tariff, no later than March 17, 2005.”

This directive was pursuant to the averment in the Joint Application of December 27, 2004 that, “. . . although the Acquisition causes a change in preferred carrier for OneStar’s customers, the Acquisition will not cause any change to the rates, terms and conditions of service that OneStar’s customers receive.  To the extent necessary, Telrite will incorporate such services into its tariffs by separate filing.”

Telrite has determined that it will, in fact, need to revise its tariff in order to meet that proviso. However, additional time is needed in order to accomplish and file those revisions. The time requirements of completing this transaction and meeting regulatory requirements in multiple jurisdictions has made it impossible to complete the Missouri tariff revisions as yet. However, Telrite will make and file those revisions as soon as possible, with the leave of the Commission as requested herein.


WHEREFORE, Joint Applicant Telrite Corporation respectfully requests that the Commission grant it an additional forty-five (45) days, until May 1, 2005, to file a supplemental, revised or amended tariff that mirrors the terms and conditions of OneStar Long Distance, Inc.’s interexchange tariff.
