SUPPLEMENT TO JOINT APPLICATIONtc "JOINT APPLICATION"

COME NOW Telrite Corporation and OneStar Long Distance, Inc. (“Joint Applicants”), by and through counsel, pursuant to Sections 392.290 and 392.300 RSMo., and 4CSR 240-2.060 and 4 CSR 240-3.565, and hereby supplement their Joint Application, filed in this case on December 27, 2005, as follows:

1. In accordance with 4 CSR 240-3.565 (1) and (1)(A), Joint Applicants advise the Commission that since February 3, 2004, OneStar has been operating under the protection of the United States Bankruptcy Court for the Southern District of Indiana, Evansville Division, (the “Bankruptcy Court”).
 The bankruptcy petition was filed by OneStar on February 3, 2004, 2003, in the United States Bankruptcy Court for the Southern District of Indiana, Evansville Division, and was docketed as Case No. 03-72697. The Petition was filed under Chapter 11 of the United States Bankruptcy Code.

2. In connection with that bankruptcy proceeding, on June 30, 2004, the Bankruptcy Court conducted an auction of the OneStar assets.  On July 16, 2004, the Bankruptcy Court determined that Telrite had won the auction for OneStar’s assets and issued an Order approving the sale of OneStar’s assets to Telrite. In accordance with 4 CSR 240-3.565 (2),  a copy of that Bankruptcy Court Order, and a separate copy of the Asset Purchase Agreement which was Exhibit A to that Order, were provided electronically to the Staff of the Commission, via emails from undersigned counsel on January 18, 2005.

3. Pursuant to 4 CSR 240-3.565 (2)(A), Joint Applicants point out that their Joint Application as filed on December 27, 2004,  requests, in paragraph numbered 9, the Commission to grant any authority necessary to permit OneStar to discontinue service in Missouri upon consummation of the Acquisition and permit OneStar to relinquish its certification in this state, simultaneously with the effective date of the Acquisition. Further, in paragraph numbered 14 of the Joint Application, OneStar requests that its Missouri Certificate and tariffs be cancelled, upon completion of the instant transaction.

4. Pursuant to 4 CSR 240-3.565 (3), OneStar states that it has no telecommunications facilities located at the premises of another telecommunications company.

5. Joint Applicants are also of the opinion that the various timing requirements of 4 CSR 240-3.565 do not apply to this case, since each such deadline had already passed before the effective date of the new rules (November 30, 2004). That is true of the ten-day requirements of 3.565 (1) and (2), and the 75-day requirement of 3.565 (3).


WHEREFORE, for the reasons stated herein, Joint Applicants respectfully request that the Commission authorize Telrite and OneStar to consummate the Acquisition described in its Joint Application in this matter, as supplemented herein, approve waiver of 4 CSR 240-33.150, and cancel the certificate of service authority and tariff of OneStar Long Distance, Inc. upon notification from Telrite that the Acquisition has been consummated.
