ORDER DIRECTING FILING

The Commission notes that based on the Federal Communications Commission’s recent press release and comments made during the FCC’s February 20, 2003 meeting, it appears that the FCC may take a deregulatory approach to encouraging broadband investment.  The FCC also announced a three‑year period for transitioning away from line‑sharing.  Although the FCC has not yet issued its actual order, the Commission will direct the parties to file preliminary pleadings outlining the expected effect of the FCC’s action on this case.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than April 21, 2003, the parties shall file pleadings as noted above.

2. That this order shall become effective on April 10, 2003.
