ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND CLOSING CASE

On March 1, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion to cancel the certificate of service authority of 8182 Maryland Associates (Company).  The Commission granted the Company a certificate of service authority to provide shared tenant telecommunications services in Case No. TA‑89‑67.  Staff states that it received the Company’s Statement of Revenue for Fiscal Year 2003 and that the Company had checked the box indicating that it did not want to retain its certificate.  Staff notes that the Company owes no annual reports or assessments and has no other matters pending before the Commission.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.080(15) states that parties are allowed not more than ten days from the date of filing in which to respond to any pleading, unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  More than ten days have passed since Staff filed its motion and the Company has not filed any response.

The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications company’s certificate under Section 392.410, RSMo Supp. 2002.  The Commission finds that the certificate of service authority granted to 8182 Maryland Associates should be canceled. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority granted to 8182 Maryland Associates in Case No. TA‑89‑67 is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on April 1, 2004.

3. That this case may be closed on April 2, 2004.
