ORDER DENYING REHEARING
The Commission issued an Order Dismissing Case on January 9, 2003.  The Commission dismissed Mr. Talley’s case because of his failure to appear at a prehearing conference and his failure to show good cause for that failure to appear.  Mr. Talley filed a “Reply to Order to Dismiss” on January 13, 2003, which the Commission will treat as a motion for reconsideration.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.160(2) requires that a party asking for reconsideration must set forth specifically the grounds on which the applicant considers the order to be unlawful, unjust, or unreasonable.  Mr. Talley does not allege that the Commission’s order dismissing him for failing to attend a prehearing conference was unlawful, unjust or unreasonable.  Instead, Mr. Talley continues to argue that his bill is too high.    

The Commission finds that Mr. Talley has not shown that its Order Dismissing Case is unlawful, unjust or unreasonable.  The Commission will deny Mr. Talley’s request for reconsideration.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Reply to Order to Dismiss filed by Terry Talley on January 13, 2003, is denied.

2. That this order shall become effective on February 7, 2003.

3. That this case may be closed on February 8, 2003.
