ORDER FURTHER SUSPENDING TARIFF

This order further suspends the proposed tariff (tariff file no. 200200766) filed by Sprint Missouri, Inc. d/b/a Sprint, which was designed to increase the residential and business monthly rate for the optional Metropolitan Calling Area (MCA) Plan for Tiers 3, 4, and 5.  Sprint’s revised tariff sheet bore an effective date of May 1, 2002, and has been suspended until October 18, 2002.

The Commission has conducted an On‑the‑Record Presentation regarding Sprint’s tariff but has not completed its Report and Order regarding that tariff in sufficient time to give that Report and Order a customary ten-day effective date.  For that reason, it will be necessary to extend the suspension of the tariff for a short period, as permitted by Section 392.230.3, RSMo 2000.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the proposed tariff filed by Sprint Missouri, Inc. d/b/a Sprint (tariff file number 200200766), is further suspended for a period of ten days beyond October 18, 2002, to October 28, 2002, or until otherwise ordered by the Commission.  The tariff sheet suspended is:
