ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On August 12, 2002, the Commission held an on-the-record presentation to provide the Commissioners with an opportunity to ask the parties questions regarding the proposed tariff filed by Sprint Missouri, Inc. d/b/a Sprint, to increase the residential and business monthly rate for the Metropolitan Calling Area (MCA) Plan.  Subsequently, Sprint and the Staff of the Commission filed briefs on August 20, 2002.  The Office of the Public Council did not file a brief even though, at the conclusion of the on-the-record presentation, the presiding officer noted that it appeared that Public Counsel may have modified its initial position that the Commission’s decision in Case No. TO-98-438
 prohibits Sprint from increasing MCA rates above those presently charged (i.e., that Sprint may not be allowed to even raise rates 8% per year).  The presiding officer suggested that this, and certain other unanswered questions, should be addressed by the parties in writing following the hearing.
  
The Commission will direct Public Counsel to expeditiously file a supplemental pleading as directed above. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than 12:00 p.m. on September 27, 2002, the Office of the Public Counsel shall file a supplemental pleading as directed above.

2. That this order shall become effective on September 27, 2002.
