NOTICE OF WITHDRAWAL AND CLOSING CASE

On February 14, 2003, Sprint Communications Company, L.P., filed revisions to its tariff, Tariff File No. JL-2003-1559.  The purpose of the revision are to “[i]ntroduce Local Number Portability Charge and Network Access Surcharge” and to “[m]ake miscellaneous text changes.”  The tariff has an effective date of March 17, 2003.

On March 11, 2003, the Office of the Public Counsel filed a motion to reject or suspend the tariff.  Public Counsel asserts that the tariff filing is in violation of Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-30.010, Section 386.710.2, RSMo 2000 and Section 392.500(2), RSMo 2000.

The Commission, on March 11, 2003, directed the Staff of the Commission to file a response to Public Counsel’s motion.  On March 12, 2003, the Commission directed Sprint to also file a response to Public Counsel’s motion; however, on March 12, Sprint filed a Notice of Withdrawal of the tariff revision.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.116(1) states that an applicant may voluntarily dismiss an application without an order of the Commission at any time before prepared testimony has been filed.  There has been no prepared testimony filed in this matter and the Commission takes notice of Sprint’s withdrawal of the tariff revisions and will close the case.
