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Staff Recommendation

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and for its recommendation states:

1.
On April 27, 2004, Sprint Missouri, Inc. filed an application requesting that the Commission allow it to submit surveillance reports every six months instead of every month.  The Commission directed the Staff to file its recommendation concerning the application no later than June 9, 2004.


2.
In the attached Memorandum, labeled as Appendix A, the Staff recommends that Sprint’s application be granted.  Sprint is willing to provide and maintain a point of contact to respond to Commission Staff questions related to information provided in the surveillance reports with responses provided within five business days of requests.  This is consistent with the agreement between CenturyTel of Missouri and the Commission Staff, as approved in Case No. IO-2004-0360.


3.
Section 386.320.1 RSMo empowers the Commission to examine and keep informed as to the general condition and the capitalization of telephone corporations.


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends that Commission grant Sprint Missouri Inc.’s application to submit surveillance reports on a semi-annual basis.
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
