THIRD ORDER SETTING PREHEARING CONFERENCE

On June 19, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a response indicating that the parties were very close to reaching a final settlement.  Staff stated that the settlement was similar to a stipulation and agreement approved by the Commission in Case No. TC‑98‑254.  Staff indicated that the parties intended to file a final pleading by July 18, 2003. 

The parties did not file a stipulation and agreement in this case setting out all the terms of their agreement.  Instead, the parties filed a Joint Response on July 18, 2003, requesting that the Commission order Spectra Communications Group, d/b/a CenturyTel, to pay $46,768.40 to the Public School Fund created by Section 166.011, RSMo 2000.

On July 23, 2003, The Office of the Public Counsel filed comments regarding the Joint Response.  Public Counsel suggests that some evidence needs to be placed in the record of this case before it is finally closed.

The Commission will direct the parties to appear for a prehearing conference in order to clarify the final actions needed by the parties to resolve this matter.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the parties shall appear on August 13, 2003, for a prehearing conference beginning at 10:00 a.m. The prehearing conference will be held in Room 305 of the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri.  The Governor Office Building meets accessibility standards required by the Americans with Disabilities Act.
