On May 7, 2002, Southwestern Bell Telephone Company filed a Reply to Staff’s Response to Sprint and to Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, and Staff’s Report and Recommendation.  In its Reply, Southwestern Bell withdrew its request for a specific cost‑recovery mechanism with regard to thousands-block number pooling.  No further responses have been filed.  Therefore, it appears that with the withdrawal of this request, no further issues remain.  The Commission will direct its Staff to file a status report regarding any pending matters that should be addressed by the Commission or whether this case may be closed.  In addition, the Commission will accept any responses to that status report by the other parties.
