ORDER DENYING APPLICATION AND MOTION FOR REHEARING

On October 17, 2002, the Commission issued its Report and Order in this matter.  On October 28, 2002, a timely Application and Motion for Rehearing was filed by Sprint Missouri, Inc. 

Section 386.500, RSMo 2000, provides that the Commission shall grant an application for rehearing if “in its judgment sufficient reason therefor be made to appear.”  The arguments regarding rehearing and reconsideration presented by Sprint simply restate the arguments that were previously presented to the Commission and rejected in the Report and Order.  In the judgment of the Commission, Sprint has failed to establish sufficient reason to grant its application for rehearing.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Application and Motion for Rehearing filed by Sprint Missouri, Inc., is denied.
