ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On February 10, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint against TON Services, Inc., alleging that the company did not file its 2002 annual report or pay its 2004 annual assessment.   On February 17, the Commission issued a Notice of Complaint that informed TON of Staff’s complaint and directed the company to file an answer within 30 days of the date of the notice.  The company did not respond.  The Commission therefore issued an order of default with an effective date of April 16.

On April 14, 2004, TON filed a motion seeking reconsideration of the Commission’s order.  The Commission will require that Staff respond to the company’s motion.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file a pleading, not later than May 12, 2004, setting forth its position with regard to TON Services, Inc.’s motion filed on April 14, 2004.

2. That this order shall become effective on May 4, 2004.
