ORDER ESTABLISHING PROTECTIVE ORDER

This order grants the request for the Commission’s standard protective order.

On February 13, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint.  On May 10, the parties filed a Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement.  With that agreement, Lockheed Martin filed a Motion for Protective Order.

In its motion, Lockheed Martin requested that proprietary financial information in the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement be subject to a protective order under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.085.  Lockheed Martin alleges that part of the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement includes a substantially large payment to a public school district.  The amount of that payment, Lockheed Martin maintains, would give highly confidential information about its financial status.  According to Lockheed Martin, if this information is made public, it would severely harm it by exposing it to unwarranted claims and demands.  Lockheed Martin claims the information in those financial statements is not otherwise available to the public.

Upon review of the motion, the Commission finds that there is a need to protect confidential information and that the request for a protective order is reasonable.  The Commission has recognized the need to protect confidential information, and protective orders have helped minimize disputes in past cases.  Therefore, the Commission concludes that it should grant a protective order. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion for Protective Order filed by Lockheed Martin Global Telecommunications Services, Inc. is granted, and the protective order attached to this order as Attachment A is adopted. 

2. That this order shall become effective on May 11, 2004.
