ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On November 26, 2003, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued an order approving an Interconnection Agreement between Lathrop Telephone Company and Sprint Spectrum, L.P. as agent and General Partner for Wireless Co. L.P. d/b/a Sprint PCS.  Thereafter, Lathrop filed a Motion for Clarification requesting that the Commission issue an order clarifying that the agreement between Lathrop and Sprint PCS addresses indirect exchange of traffic and that Lathrop has not waived, nor has the Commission terminated, Lathrop’s rural exemption under 47 U.S.C. 251(f).

The Commission will direct that the Staff of the Commission file a response to Lathrop’s motion, stating whether Staff opposes or supports the motion.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file, not later than December 15, 2003, a response as directed above.

2. That this order shall become effective on December 9, 2003.
