ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On September 25, 2004, Spectra Communications Group, LLC, filed a Notice of Adoption of Interconnection and Reciprocal Compensation Agreement.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(1)(K) requires all applications to include:

A statement indicating whether the applicant has any pending action or final unsatisfied judgments or decisions against it from any state or federal agency or court which involve customer service or rates, which action, judgment or decision has occurred within three (3) years of the date of the application.

The application filed by Spectra does not include this statement.  The Commission will therefore direct that Spectra file a statement in compliance with the Commission Rule.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(1)(L) requires that applications include “a statement that no annual report or assessment fees are overdue.”  The application filed by Spectra does not include this statement.  The Commission will require that Spectra file a statement in compliance with the Commission Rule.

Lastly, although Spectra states that it is adopting a previously approved interconnection agreement, it changes some of the terms of the agreement it intends to adopt.  The Commission must therefore treat Spectra’s request as a request for approval of a new interconnection agreement.  Because Spectra seeks to adopt an agreement, the Company discusses Section 252(i) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996.  However, in light of the Commission’s treatment of the application, it is necessary that the Company state that the interconnection agreement is in compliance with Section 252(e) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996.  Before the Commission issues notice of the application, the Commission will require that Spectra aver that the agreement is in compliance with Section 252(e).  Furthermore, because the Commission’s approval of interconnection agreements is time-sensitive, the Commission will require that Spectra comply with this order no later than October 10, 2003.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Spectra Communications Group, LLC, shall file statements in compliance with Commission Rules 4 CSR 240-2.060(K) and (L).

2. That Spectra Communications Group, LLC, shall file a statement that the interconnection agreement it has entered into with SBC Wireless, LLC, d/b/a Cingular Wireless, is in compliance with Section 252(e) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996.

3. That this order shall become effective on October 10, 2003.
