ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO AMEND PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On September 27, 2004, WWC License, LLC, requested that the Commission postpone the procedural schedule in this matter until after the Commission’s final disposition in Case No. TO‑2003‑0531.
  WWC License indicates in its filing that all the parties to this matter agree with its request.

As support for its motion, WWC License indicates that Case No. TO‑2003‑0531 deals with substantially similar matters and the decision in that case had not been issued when WWC License filed its Direct Testimony on August 5, 2004.  Subsequently, Mid‑Missouri Cellular filed a request for reconsideration of the Commission’s decision which is still pending before the Commission.  Therefore, WWC License, with the agreement of the other parties, requests that the Commission reschedule the proceedings in this matter to allow the parties an opportunity to respond to the Commission’s final determination.

The Commission has reviewed the request and finds it reasonable with some exceptions.  The Commission will, therefore, grant the request as amended below and amend the procedural schedule as proposed by the parties or as further ordered by the Commission.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the procedural schedule previously set in this case on July 8, 2004, and amended by order on September 2, 2004, is canceled.

2. That the parties shall abide by the following procedural schedule until further order of the Commission:

a. Supplemental Direct Testimony to be filed no later than 14 days following the issuance of an order granting or denying the reconsideration of Case No. TO‑2003‑0531.

b. Supplemental Rebuttal Testimony to be filed no later than 20 days after the filing of Supplemental Direct Testimony.

c. List of Issues, Proposed Order of witnesses, Order of Cross‑examination, and Order of Opening Statements to be filed no later than seven days after the filing of Supplemental Direct Testimony.

d. Surrebuttal Testimony to be filed no later than 14 days after the filing of Supplemental Rebuttal Testimony.

e. Position Statements to be filed no later than four days after the filing of Surrebuttal Testimony.

f. That the hearing scheduled for October 27‑28, 2004 shall be rescheduled at a later date. 

That this order shall become effective on September 29, 2004.
