ORDER APPROVING COMPLIANCE RATES
On December 28, 2004, the Commission issued a Report and Order that directed Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri to determine new rates for unbundled network elements by rerunning its cost studies using a weighted average cost of capital determined using a capital structure that includes 70 percent equity and 30 percent debt, along with a 13 percent cost of equity and a 7.18 percent cost of debt.  That Report and Order directed SBC to file the results of its revised cost studies and the UNE prices that resulted from those revised studies by January 28, 2005.  SBC filed its revised cost studies and resulting rates on January 28.  

The Commission’s December 28 Report and Order also directed that any party that wished to file a response to SBC’s revised cost studies and resulting rates must do so not later than February 28.  No party has filed such a response.  
Based on the fact that no party has objected to SBC’s revised cost studies and resulting rates, the Commission finds that those studies and rates comply with the Commission’s Report and Order.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the compliance rates filed by Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri on January 28, 2005, are adopted as final rates.  A copy of those rates is attached to this order. 
2. That this order shall become effective on March 20, 2005.
