ORDER GRANTING APPLICATION TO INTERVENE

This case was opened to permit reconsideration – on remand from the United States District Court – of the Commission’s Report and Order issued in Case No. TO-2001-438. The parties to TO-2001-438 were made parties to this case.  On October 5, 2004, DIECA Communications, Inc. d/b/a Covad Communications Company, which was not a party to TO-2001-438, filed a request to intervene.  

Covad is a competitive local exchange carrier authorized to do business in Missouri.  It contends that its interests as a provider of local telecommunications services may be affected by the Commission’s decision.  Covad states that it supports the positions advocated by NuVox, AT&T, TCG, XO, Allegiance, and MCImetro.      

On October 5, the Commission issued an order requiring that any party wishing to respond to Covad’s request to intervene do so no later than October 12.  No response has been filed.

Covad’s request to intervene establishes that it has an interest in this case that is different from that of the general public.  Furthermore, that interest may be adversely affected by a final order arising from this case.  Therefore, Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.075(4) allows the Commission to grant the request to intervene.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That DIECA Communications, Inc. d/b/a Covad Communications Company’s Request to Intervene is granted.

2. That this order shall become effective on October 14, 2004.
