ORDER GRANTING JOINT MOTION TO SUSPEND PROCEDURAL 
SCHEDULE AND DISCOVERY, AND CANCELING HEARING
On February 14, 2005, Level 3 Communications, LLC and Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri filed a joint motion asking the Arbitrator to suspend the procedural schedule and discovery in this arbitration.  The motion indicates that the parties have reached an agreement to resolve the multiple state arbitration proceedings currently in progress between the parties.  The parties anticipate filing a negotiated interconnection agreement for the Commission’s approval on or before February 23.  Since the parties have resolved their dispute, they ask the arbitrator to suspend the procedural schedule that was established for this case.

As the procedural schedule, including the upcoming hearing, is no longer needed, the motion to suspend that schedule will be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Level 3 Communications, LLC and Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri’s Joint Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule and Discovery is granted.
2. That Level 3 Communications, LLC and Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri are not required to file a Final Decision Point List, Order of Witnesses, or Pretrial Briefs.
3. That Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri is not required to respond to Level 3 Communications, LLC’s data requests.

4. That the hearing scheduled for February 16-18, 2005, is canceled.

5. That this order shall become effective on February 14, 2005.
