ORDER DIRECTING FILING

This order directs the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission to file a supplemental recommendation.

On June 27, 2002, the Commission issued an order suspending the tariff of Sprint Communications Company, L.P. in order to further study the effect of the proposed tariff.  Both Staff and the Office of the Public Counsel raised questions regarding the exemption of Sprint’s local service.  In addition, the Commission is unclear on the effect that the promotional tariff mentioned in the pleadings has on this tariff.  Therefore, the Commission will request brief explanations from Staff in answer to the following questions:

A.
Is the tariff filed by Sprint identical to the tariff approved in Case No. TT‑2002-129?
  If not, explain specifically how the tariffs differ.

B.
Do the exceptions in Section 392.200, RSMo, apply to this tariff?  If so, why is the disparity in treatment of Sprint Missouri, Inc.’s customers and Sprint Communications Company, L.P. customers nondiscriminatory?  If not, explain why the exceptions do not apply.

C.
Explain the significance and effect of the promotional tariff (File No. 200201106).

Any other party may also answer the Commission questions.  In addition, the Commission will set a time for responses.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file its answers to the above Commission questions no later than July 12, 2002. Any other party may file answers no later than that date.

2. That responses to the above filing shall be made no later than July 19, 2002.

3. That this order shall become effective on July 12, 2002.
