ORDER DENYING APPLICATION FOR REHEARING

Syllabus:  This order denies the Office of the Public Counsel’s Motion for Rehearing.

On July 23, 2002, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued an order approving Sprint Communications Company, L.P.’s tariff.  The order became effective on July 31, 2001.  On July 26, 2002, the Office of the Public Counsel filed a motion for rehearing.

The Commission shall grant an application for rehearing if “in its judgment sufficient reason therefor be made to appear.”
  The arguments raised by Public Counsel simply restate the arguments that it previously presented to the Commission and which were rejected in the Commission’s order approving the tariff.  In the judgment of the Commission, Public Counsel has failed to establish sufficient reason to grant its motion for rehearing.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the motion for rehearing filed by the Office of the Public Counsel is denied.
2. That this order shall become effective on August 13, 2002.
