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VEOLIA ENERGY KANSAS CITY, INC.’S RESPONSE TO KCP&L’s MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME


COMES NOW, Veolia Energy Kansas City, Inc. (“Veolia”) and in response to the Motion for Extension of Time filed by Kansas City Power and Light Company (“KCP&L”), states as follows:

1. On Monday, August 22, 2011, KCP&L filed a motion requesting a one week extension for all parties subject to the August 26, 2011 direct testimony filing deadline, due to the unexpected passing of the father of Chris B. Giles.  If the Commission grants KCP&L’s motion, the deadline for the filing of direct testimony for all parties (except Veolia) will be extended from August 26, 2011 to Friday, September 2, 2011.

2. Pursuant to the Commission’s August 11, 2011 Order Granting Motion Regarding Technical Conference, the Settlement and Technical Conference in this matter is scheduled to begin at 9:00 A.M. on Wednesday, September 7, 2011 and shall conclude no later than September 8, 2011.

3. Since KCP&L’s request yesterday, Veolia has learned through discussions with counsel for the Commission Staff and the City of Kansas City that KCP&L’s proposed extended deadline of Friday, September 2, 2011 would not provide the parties with adequate time to review the testimony prior to the September 7, 2011 Settlement and Technical Conference, due to the fact that there is only one business day between the proposed extended due date for the testimony and the beginning of the Settlement and Technical Conference.  Due to the close proximity of the testimony date to the Settlement and Technical Conference, extension of the testimony date for the length of time requested by KCP&L creates risk that the entire procedural schedule in this case will be disrupted. Moreover, because several of Veolia’s witnesses and company representatives are traveling to the Settlement and Technical Conference from out of state, and have already made travel arrangements, it would be impractical and burdensome to Veolia to reschedule the Settlement and Technical Conference to a later date, and Veolia would oppose the postponement of the conference.

4. In order to allow the parties adequate time to prepare for a meaningful and productive Settlement and Technical Conference, and to allow additional time for KCP&L to accommodate Mr. Giles, Veolia submits that the due date for the filing of direct testimony by all parties (except Veolia) should be no later than August 31, 2011.  Veolia further requests that all supporting workpapers and related documents be distributed electronically to the parties of record no later than August 31, 2011.


WHEREFORE, based on the foregoing, Veolia respectfully requests that the Commission deny KCP&L’s request that the due date for the filing of direct testimony by all parties (except Veolia) be extended to September 2, 2011, but that the Commission issue an order extending the filing deadline to no later than August 31, 2011, and requiring that all supporting workpapers and related documents be distributed electronically to the parties of record no later than August 31, 2011.
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
