Staff Motion to Dismiss


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”), and states:


1.
On December 10, 2002, Sprint Missouri, d/b/a Sprint filed an Application with the Commission for approval of a Master Collocation License Agreement with SBC Advanced Solutions (the “Agreement”) under the provisions of the federal Telecommunications Act of 1996.  On January 3, 2003, the Commission issued an order directing Staff to file its recommendation in this case no later than February 3, 2003.


2.
On January 30, 2003, Staff requested an extension of time to file its Recommendation, which the Commission granted.  Staff requested that Sprint provide a copy of the “MountaiNet Telephone Company Master Collocation License Agreement dated May 1, 2002” implicitly incorporated by reference into the two-page, “Master Collocation License Agreement” Sprint submitted to the Commission as the attachment to its Application.  This MountaiNet Agreement was not submitted as part of the Application.  Sprint has not submitted the MountaiNet Agreement as of the date of this filing.

3.
Because the MountaiNet Telephone Company does not hold a certificate of service authority from the Missouri Public Service Commission, the Commission has never examined or reviewed any MountaiNet interconnection agreement.  Thus, even if Staff and the Commission receive the MountaiNet Agreement underlying the Agreement that has been submitted to the Commission, a review in the limited time remaining is not feasible.  Staff thus suggests that the Commission dismiss the Application, but that as part of its dismissal of the Application, it permit Sprint to refile the Agreement (in its entirety), thus restarting the Commission’s time period for review pursuant to Section 252(e) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996.

4.
Pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.116(4), the Commission may dismiss a case for good cause.  In Staff’s opinion, failure to attach the MountaiNet Agreement to the Application constitutes good cause for dismissal.

WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends that the Commission dismiss Sprint’s Application without prejudice so that Sprint may refile the Agreement at a later date.
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
