ORDER DIRECTING FILING


The Missouri Public Service Commission issued an Order Approving Interconnection Agreement on April 7, 2003.  On April 9, 2003, Miller Telephone Company filed a Motion for Correction.  In the Motion, Miller asked the Commission to substitute the words “traffic termination” for “interconnection” in certain portions of the order.    


Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.080(3) requires that each pleading must include a specific reference to the statutory provision or other authority under which relief is requested.  Miller’s motion did not comply with that rule because it included no reference to the statutory provision or other authority under which it requested relief.  The Commission will direct Miller to file a pleading to explain its understanding of the difference between an interconnection agreement and traffic termination agreement, including a specific reference to the statutory provision or other authority under which it requested relief.  In addition, Miller must explain the harm that will be avoided, or the benefit that will accrue, including a statement of the negative effect, or that there will be no negative effect, on Miller, its customers, or the general public, if the Commission does not alter its order.  


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Miller Telephone Company must file a pleading complying with this order by April 28, 2003.

2. That if any party wishes to respond, it must file such response by May 9, 2003.

3. That this order will become effective on April 27, 2003.
