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Staff Report For December 16, 2002


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its report states:

1.
The Commission opened a case on August 15, 2002 to investigate the effects of bankruptcy of telecommunications carriers on customers in Missouri.  The Order provided:

That the Commission’s Staff shall compile and maintain a list of those telecommunications carriers operating in Missouri that are currently in bankruptcy.  For each such carrier, Staff shall indicate the date of the bankruptcy filing, the court in which the bankruptcy was filed, the case number assigned to the bankruptcy filing, and whether the carrier is presently providing services to customers in Missouri.  For each such carrier that is not presently providing services, Staff shall identify the carrier or carriers that are presently serving the bankrupt carrier’s customers and shall state the number and date of the Commission’s order approving the transfer of customers.  Staff shall file a copy of this list in this case no later than September 13, 2002, and shall update it as needed, but not more often than once monthly.

2.
Staff gathered information on telecommunications bankruptcies and filed a list on September 13, 2002 of those companies certificated in Missouri who recently, in years 2000, 2001 and 2002, filed for bankruptcy.  Staff is now providing an update to that list and providing a correction.  WorldCom, Inc. is not a certificated entity in Missouri and acts as the parent of several affiliates, many of which are certificated in Missouri.  Listed in the update are other direct and indirect subsidiaries of WorldCom, Inc., which are part of the WorldCom, Inc. Chapter 11 bankruptcy, that were not shown in the previous list.  Attached hereto as Appendix A is a supplemental list of companies known to have filed for bankruptcy and the information requested by the Commission in its August 15, 2002 Order.  Staff will continue to gather information and update this list and provide it to the Commission in compliance with the Order.   

WHEREFORE, the Staff submits its second report.
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
