ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On April 19, 2004, Middlefork Water Company filed a Request for Extension of Time to File Annual Report.  In its request, the Company stated that it would be able to finish its report by May 1, 2004.  

The Commission issued an Order granting Middlefork’s request and ordering the Company to file its report by May 15, 2004, rather than May 1, as the Company requested.  The Commission also issued an order on June 16, 2004, directing that Middlefork file a pleading informing the Commission that the annual report had been filed.

The Commission has taken official notice of its records and realizes that Middlefork did not file its annual report until July 19, 2004.  The Commission will require an explana​tion for why Middlefork filed its annual report beyond the date the Commission directed the Company to file the report.  The Commission will also require an explanation for why the Company did not file a pleading as directed in the Commission’s June 16th Order.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Middlefork Water Company shall file a pleading no later than September 10, 2004, explaining why the Company filed its annual report beyond May 15, 2004, as directed by the Commission in its Order extending the filing deadline.

2. That Middlefork Water Company shall include in the pleading referenced in ordered paragraph 1, an explanation for why the Company did not file a pleading informing the Commission that the annual report had been filed.

3. That this order shall become effective on September 1, 2004.
