ORDER APPROVING TARIFF FILED IN COMPLIANCE

WITH COMMISSION ORDER

On August 19, 2003, AccuTel of Texas, Inc., filed a proposed tariff designed to add a provision to implement a charge for credit card payments.  The proposed tariff bore an effective date of September 18, 2003.  AccuTel filed substitute pages on August 22 and 27, 2003.  On September 16, 2003, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued its order sua sponte suspending the tariff until October 3, 2003.  The order directed AccuTel to address certain questions regarding the fee AccuTel proposed to charge customers who pay by credit card. 

On September 19, 2003, AccuTel filed its Response to Order Suspending Tariff,  providing additional information regarding the proposed tariff, along with a tariff revision.   The Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its Recommendation and Memorandum on September 24, 2003, recommending that the Commission approve AccuTel’s amended tariff.  

On September 30, 2003, the Commission issued an order approving the tariff as amended.  The Commission also directed AccuTel to further amend its tariff to include a change to the Customer Information Bulletin.  In compliance with that order, AccuTel filed a tariff revision on October 8, 2003.   As directed, the revision modifies the Customer Information Bulletin to reflect that credit card payments are accepted for a fee of $1.99.

Staff filed its Response and Memorandum on October 23, 2003.  Staff states that it has reviewed the proposed tariff sheet (Tariff File No. YC-2004-0483) and believes that it complies with the Commission’s order and should be approved.  

The Commission has reviewed the proposed tariff, along with the official file, and finds that the proposed tariff complies with the Commission’s September 30th order and that the tariff should be approved to become effective for service on or after November 7, 2003.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the proposed tariff sheet (Tariff File No. YC‑2004‑0483) filed by AccuTel of Texas, Inc., on October 8, 2003, is approved for service on or after November 7, 2003.  The tariff sheet approved is:
