ORDER GRANTING INTERVENTION

On July 30, 2004, Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a SBC Missouri, filed a motion asking the Commission to open a case to investigate the state of competition in the exchanges of SBC Missouri pursuant to Section 392.245.5, RSMo 2000.  SBC Missouri also requests that the Commission classify as competitive SBC Missouri’s access line and related services and operator/directory services that have not already received a competitive designation.

On August 12, 2004, the Commission issued an Order Establishing Case, Directing Notice and Setting Scheduling Conference.  Among other things, the order set an intervention deadline of August 31, 2004.  Timely applications to intervene were filed by NuVox Communications of Missouri, Inc., Big River Telephone Company, LLC, Socket Telecom, LLC, MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC, and MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., Allegiance Telecom of Missouri, Inc., Fidelity Communication Services III, Inc., and AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc., TCG Kansas City, Inc., and TCG St. Louis, Inc.  

No party objected to the requests for intervention, and the time for doing so has now passed.

The Commission has reviewed the applications to intervene and finds that they substantially comply with the Commission’s rules regarding intervention.  The Commission finds that the proposed intervenors have interests in this matter that are different form those of the general public, and that granting intervention would serve the public interest.  The Commission concludes that it should grant the requests for intervention.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the joint application to intervene filed by NuVox Communications of Missouri, Inc., Big River Telephone Company, LLC, Socket Telecom, LLC, MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC, and MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., is granted.

2. That the application to intervene filed by Allegiance Telecom of Missouri, Inc., is granted.

3. That the application to intervene filed by Fidelity Communication Services III, Inc., is granted.  

4. That the application to intervene filed by AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc., TCG Kansas City, Inc., and TCG St. Louis, Inc., is granted.

That this order shall become effective on September 10, 2004.
