1. By order effective February 10, 2005 the Commission clarified its order that established this case and modified it to “apply the provisions of section 386.210.3 RSMo Supp 2004” and directed that “any communications that have occurred since this case was opened [January 14, 2005] shall be treated according to the provisions of that statute.”

2. The Staff has provided to the Commission an initial draft of “The Staff’s Initial Report Regarding the Impact of the Allegations of Criminal Activities by Kenneth Matzdorff on Missouri Utility Consumers” to the Commission for Commissioner input and direction as to whether it is to be filed in this case.  The Staff has had no other undisclosed contacts with the Commission or Commissioners regarding the subject matter of this case.

3. While not required to be disclosed by the statute, at properly noticed Agendas since January 14, 2005, the Staff has had communications with the Commission regarding the subject of this case.
