ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

On December 10, 2002, Sprint Missouri, Inc., d/b/a Sprint, filed an application with the Commission for approval of a Master Collocation License Agreement with SBC Advanced Solutions, Inc., under the provisions of the federal Telecommunications Act of 1996.  On January 3, 2003, the Commission issued an order directing Staff to file its recommendation no later than February 3, 2003.

On January 30, 2003, Staff filed a motion for an extension of time to file its recommendation.  Staff notes that it has discovered that the application is not complete, and has contacted Sprint regarding the missing information.  Accordingly, Staff requests an extension of time until February 17, 2003, to file its recommendation.

The Commission has reviewed the motion for an extension of time and finds it to be reasonable.  The motion will be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the request for an extension of time filed by the Staff of the Commission on January 30, 2003, is granted.  The deadline for the Staff of the Commission to file its recommendation is now February 18, 2003.

2. That this order shall become effective on February 10, 2003.
