ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO EXTEND PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE AND CANCELING HEARING

On November 14, 2002, Spectra Communications Group, LLC d/b/a CenturyTel filed a motion asking the Commission to extend the procedural schedule previously established for this case.  The existing procedural schedule calls for the filing of statements of position on November 15, and for a hearing on November 21 and 22.  Spectra indicates that modification of the procedural schedule is necessary so that it will have adequate time to respond to surrebuttal testimony filed by the Staff of the Commission on November 12.

In its surrebuttal testimony, Staff changed its position from supporting Spectra’s tariff, to recommending that the Commission reject the tariff.  As an alternative, Staff recommended that the Commission delay its decision regarding Spectra’s tariff until the Federal Communications Commission issues a ruling on a similar tariff.   

Since Staff has changed its recommendation, Spectra requests that it be allowed an additional thirty days to file additional testimony in response to the revised recommendation.  If the FCC does, in fact, rule on this issue within the next thirty days, Spectra also asks that all parties be given an opportunity to file additional testimony to address the FCC’s decision.  Spectra requests that the hearing scheduled for November 21 and 22 be canceled and recognizes that it may be necessary to further extend the effective date of its suspended tariff to accommodate this extension of the procedural schedule. 

Spectra indicates that it has contacted counsel for all parties and that none oppose its request to extend the procedural schedule. 

The Commission finds that Spectra’s motion is reasonable and is not opposed by any party.  The motion will be granted and the hearing scheduled for November 21 and 22, 2002 will be canceled.  Spectra will be allowed additional time in which to file testimony in response to Staff’s revised recommendation.  The hearing will be rescheduled, and other modifications to the procedural schedule will be addressed, in a subsequent order.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the Motion to Extend Procedural Schedule filed by Spectra Communications Group, LLC d/b/a CenturyTel is granted.

2.
That Spectra Communications Group, LLC d/b/a CenturyTel is allowed until December 13, 2002, in which to file additional surrebuttal testimony in response to the surrebuttal testimony filed by the Staff of the Commission.

3.
That the requirement that the parties file position statements by November 15, 2002, is canceled.

4.  
That the hearing scheduled for November 21 and 22, 2002, is canceled.

5.
That this order shall become effective on November 15, 2002.
