ORDER FURTHER SUSPENDING TARIFF 

AND SETTING ORAL ARGUMENTS

On December 9, 2003, the Commission suspended the tariff filed by Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri, and assigned Tariff No. JI‑2004‑0654, until January 11, 2004, in order to review the motion to suspend filed by MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC.  Since that time, Staff, MCI, and SBC filed responses and replies to the motion.  In addition, AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc., filed an application to intervene on December 23, 2003.

In order to allow sufficient time for responses to AT&T’s application, for the Commission to consider SBC’s tariff, and to consider the objections of MCI and AT&T, the Commission will suspend SBC’s tariff for an additional 30 days, as permitted by Section 392.230.3, RSMo 2000.  In addition, the Commission finds that oral arguments on the motions to suspend should be set as directed below.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the tariff sheets issued on November 12, 2003, by Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri, and assigned Tariff No. JI‑2004‑0654, are suspended for an additional period of 30 days beyond January 11, 2004, to February 10, 2004, or until otherwise ordered by this Commission.
