ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY 

AND TARIFF AND ORDER CLOSING CASE

On November 19, 2002, CAT-PAC Waterworks, Inc., and Public Water Supply District No. 3 of Franklin County, Missouri filed with the Missouri Public Service Commis​sion a Joint Application seeking authority to: (1) transfer the assets of CAT-PAC to the District; and, (2) take all actions necessary and proper to effectuate the proposed transaction.  The Applicants also requested that the Commission cancel CAT-PAC’s certifi​cate of public convenience and necessity and tariff upon notice to the Commission that the proposed transaction had occurred. 

On May 7, 2003, Joint Applicants, the Staff of the Commission and the Office of the Public Counsel filed a Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement.  Thereafter, Staff filed suggestions in support of the agreement.  On May 27, 2003, the Commission issued an Order Approving Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement and Order Authorizing Transfer of Assets.  In its Order, the Commission directed that Joint Applicants notify the Commission upon the completion of the transfer of assets.  On October 22, 2003, Joint Applicants filed a letter notifying the Commission that the proposed transaction was completed on October 17, 2003.

It was agreed upon in the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement that the Commission would cancel CAT-PAC’s certificate and tariff upon completion of the transfer of assets.  Cancellation of the Company’s certificate and tariff will not be a detriment to the public interest.  The Commission will therefore cancel the CAT-PAC’s certificate and tariff, and close this case.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of convenience and necessity of CAT-PAC Waterworks, Inc., shall be canceled.

2. That CAT-PAC’s tariff, Tariff File No. JW-2002-0282, shall be canceled.

3. That this order shall become effective on November 2, 2003.

4. That this case may be closed on November 3, 2003.
