ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND CLOSING CASE

Syllabus:  This order cancels Warren County Water & Sewer Company’s certificate of service authority to provide water and sewer service within the state of Missouri.  The order also closes this case.

On November 20, 2003, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued a Report and Order in this case which approved the sale of Warren County Water & Sewer’s assets to Missouri-American Water Company.  The Report and Order also found, among other things, that Warren County Water & Sewer should be relieved of its obligation to provide water and sewer service to the public in its assigned service area and that its certificate of convenience and necessity should be canceled once the sale transactions were complete. 

Warren County Water & Sewer has been the subject of receivership litigation in Warren County Circuit Court and the sale to Missouri-American was finally closed on August 26, 2004.  Missouri-American has assumed the responsibility for providing service to Warren County Water & Sewer’s customers and has adopted the tariffs of the company effective on September 22, 2004.  Thus, the only item remaining in this case is to cancel the certificate of Warren County Water & Sewer.
Therefore, the Commission concludes that the certificate of service authority granted to Warren County Water & Sewer in Case No. WA‑96‑449  should be canceled.  The Commission also concludes that this case should be closed.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of convenience and necessity granted in Case No. WA‑96‑449 to Warren County Water & Sewer Company is canceled.
2. That this order shall become effective on October 18, 2004.
3. That this case may be closed on October 19, 2004.
