ORDER DIRECTING NOTICE AND ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On September 4, 2003, Warren County Water & Sewer Company, Warren‑Lincoln Investments, Inc., d/b/a Warren County Water & Sewer, and Gary Smith and A. Lynn Smith filed a joint application with the Commission request​ing authority to sell the water distribution system assets and the sanitary sewer system assets of the Warren County Water & Sewer Company to Missouri‑American Water Company. 

The Applicants also requested expedited treatment so that the transactions may be completed no later than October 31, 2003.  The Applicants refer to “the proceedings . . . before the Circuit Court of Warren County” as their reason for needing to complete the transaction on an expedited basis.  The Commission is aware of proceedings involving Warren County Water & Sewer.  For further clarification in the current record, however, the Commission will direct the Applicants to supplement their application with an additional explanation and specific details of the Circuit Court proceedings.

The Commission finds that notice of this application should be sent to interested persons, an intervention date set, and an expedited procedural schedule established. Applicants will be ordered to send notice of this transaction and this proceeding to the customers of Warren County Water & Sewer.  The Commission determines that notice of this application should be given by the Commission's Data Center sending a copy of this order to the County Commission of Warren County in Missouri.  The Commission further determines that the Information Officer of the Commission should provide notice to the members of the General Assembly representing the service area of Warren County Water & Sewer and to the newspapers which serve that area as listed in the newspaper directory of the current Official Manual of the State of Missouri.
Proper persons wishing to intervene shall have 20 days from the date of this order to file an application to intervene with the Secretary of the Commission and shall send a copy of the application to intervene to all parties as directed below.  Any requests for hearing shall also be filed by that date.  The Commission Staff shall also file its recommendation or preliminary response as directed below.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Data Center shall send a copy of this order to the County Commission of Warren County in Missouri.

2. That the Information Officer of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall send notice the members of the General Assembly representing the service area of Warren County Water & Sewer Company and to the newspapers which serve Warren County Water & Sewer Company’s service area as listed in the newspaper directory of the current Official Manual of the State of Missouri.

3. That Warren County Water & Sewer Company, Warren‑Lincoln Investments, Inc., d/b/a Warren County Water & Sewer, and Gary Smith and A. Lynn Smith shall immediately send notice of this application to the customers of Warren County Water & Sewer Company and shall file a copy of that notice in this case.

4. That any interested person wishing to intervene in this case shall file an application to intervene on or before October 1, 2003, with:

5. That no later than September 22, 2003, Warren County Water & Sewer Company, Warren‑Lincoln Investments, Inc., d/b/a Warren county Water & Sewer, and Gary Smith and A. Lynn Smith shall file additional information regarding the proceedings in the Circuit Court of Warren County.

6. That no later than October 1, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file its recommendation or a preliminary response to the application.

That this order shall become effective on September 21, 2003.
