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MOTION TO RE-OPEN CASE AND REQUEST tO

allow filing of ADDITIONAL TARIFF REVISIONS

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, by and through counsel and, for its Motion to Re-Open Case and Request to Allow Filing of Additional Tariff Revisions, states to the Missouri Public Service Commission as follows:

1.
On May 13, 2004, the Commission issued its Order Approving Small Company Rate Increase (“Rate Order”) in the instant case, wherein, among other things, it approved tariff revisions implementing changes to the rates of Taney County Utilities Corporation (TCUC).

2.
Of the rate changes approved by the Commission's Rate Order, three of the changes approved for TCUC's water rates did not properly reflect the agreements reached in this case between TCUC and the Staff, apparently because of clerical errors made in the production of the revised tariff sheet on which those rates are included.

The rates at issue, which are found on 4th Revised Sheet No. 4 of TCUC's water tariff, are as follows: (a) the Monthly Minimum charge submitted and approved was $7.86/month, but should have been $7.87/month; (b) the Retail Commodity rate submitted and approved was $3.51/1,000 gallons, but should have been $3.53/1,000 gallons; and (c) the Wholesale Commodity rate submitted and approved was $0.92/1,000 gallons, but should have been $0.93/1,000 gallons.

4.
Examples of documents filed in this case that include the correct agreed-upon rates noted in paragraph 3 above are as follows: 

(a) The example tariff sheets attached to the Disposition Agreement in this case, which can be found in EFIS item #5 of the case file for this case (see page 7 of the ".pdf" document shown in the list of documents for this item); and 

(b) The water service rate design worksheets filed as a supplement to the Staff's recommendation in this case, which can be found in EFIS item #17 of the case file for this case.  See Lines 53, 61, and 68 of the Water Rate Development worksheet in the ".xls" document shown in the list of documents for this item.  See also Lines 80, 89, and 97 of the Annualized & Normalized Water Revenues at Proposed Rates worksheet in the same document, which produce “Total Water Service Revenues at Proposed Rates” of $122,201 (Line 106).  This same figure ($122,101) also appears on Line 39 of the Water Service Ratemaking Income Statement in the same document, which, as shown on Line 40, produces an “Increase Needed” of $15,300, which is the amount of increase that the Commission approved in the Rate Order.  Note also that the correct “proposed Rates” for residential service also appear on Line 155 of the statement of Residential Water Customer Impact in the same document.  

5.
In the interest of having the above-noted errors corrected, which would be consistent with the agreements reached in this case, the Staff believes that TCUC should be authorized to submit one additional revised tariff sheet for the Commission's approval, with that tariff sheet containing the proper agreed-upon rates and being filed in this case.  A replica of the tariff sheet 
that is contemplated is attached hereto and marked as Appendix A.  The other tariff sheets are correct and do not need to be revised.

6.
This Motion is being filed pursuant to discussions between representatives of the Staff and TCUC, who have agreed that this Motion and the relief requested herein is the best approach to take to correct the errors noted herein.

Staff member Dale Johansen has discussed this matter with Ruth O'Neill of the 
Office of the Public Counsel (OPC), and Ms. O'Neill indicated to Mr. Johansen that the OPC does not object to the tariff filing contemplated by this pleading.

WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully requests that the Commission re-open this case and authorize TCUC to submit an additional revised tariff sheet, identical to the tariff sheet included 
with this Motion as Appendix A, for the Commission's approval in this case.
