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Staff’s Statement of Positions


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and states:


1.
On September 21, 2004, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued an Order Adopting Procedural Schedule that, inter alia, directed the filing of a List of Issues no later than January 7, 2005, and the filing of Position Statements no later than 12:00 p.m., January 24, 2005.


2.
On January 7, 2005, the Staff filed, on behalf of itself and other parties to this case, a List of Issues.


3.
The Staff’s position on those issues follows:


1.
The Commission, pursuant to Section 392.245.5 RSMo. 2000, previously classified SBC Missouri’s core business switched and business line-related services in the Kansas City and St. Louis exchanges as competitive in Case No. TO-2001-467.  In which additional SBC Missouri exchanges, if any, does effective competition for those services exist, such that SBC Missouri’s core business switched and line-related services should be classified as competitive?


ANSWER: 
SBC Missouri’s core business switched and line-related services face effective competition and should also be classified as competitive in the Harvester, Fenton, Chesterfield, Springfield, Valley Park, Manchester, St. Charles, Marionville, Pond, Eureka, Imperial, High Ridge and Maxville exchanges.  (Peters Rebuttal; Peters Surrebuttal; McKinnie Rebuttal; McKinnie Surrebuttal).


2.
In which SBC Missouri exchanges, if any, does effective competition exist for SBC Missouri’s Plexar services such that those services should be classified as competitive pursuant to Section 392.245.5 RSMo. 2000?


ANSWER:
SBC Missouri’s Plexar services face effective competition and should be classified as competitive in all of its exchanges. (McKinnie Rebuttal, pp. 13-14)


3.
The Commission, pursuant to Section 392.245.5 RSMo. 2000, previously classified SBC Missouri’s residential access line and residential line-related services in the Harvester and St. Charles exchanges as competitive in Case No. TO-2001-467.  In which additional SBC Missouri exchanges, if any, does effective competition exist, such that SBC Missouri’s residential access line and residential line-related services should be classified as competitive?


ANSWER:
SBC Missouri’s residential access line and residential line-related services do not fact effective competition in any additional exchanges.  (Peters Rebuttal; Peters Surrebuttal; McKinnie Rebuttal; McKinnie Surrebuttal)  


4.
In which SBC Missouri exchanges, if any does effective competition exist for SBC Missouri’s directory assistance (DA) services such that those services should be classified as competitive pursuant to Section 392.245.5 RSMo. 2000?


ANSWER:
SBC Missouri’s directory assistance (DA) services face effective competition and should be classified as competitive in all of its exchanges. (Cecil Rebuttal)
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
