3. If the Commission approves the proposed sale transactions, should the 

Commission grant or transfer water and sewer certificates of convenience and necessity to MAWC for the acquired service areas?

4. If the Commission approves the proposed sale transactions, should MAWC 

continue the current charges for water and sewer service in the acquired service areas or should they be allowed to implement a different rate in the context of this case?

5. If the Commission approves the proposed sale transactions, and if expenditures 

are needed to bring the assets to proper working order, should MAWC have the opportunity to recover such expenditures through the ratemaking process?

6. If the Commission approves the sale transactions, what is the calculated post-sale 

ratemaking rate base book value of the acquired systems?
