MOTION IN THE ALTERNATIVE 

FOR ESTABLISHMENT OF PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff” and “Commission”), on behalf of itself and the other parties to this case, and for its Motion in the Alternative for Establishment of Procedural Schedule states:

On June 25, 2003, the Commission issued its Order Directing Filing and Setting Prehearing Conference.  Pursuant to that order, a prehearing conference was held in this matter on July 11, 2003.  At that time, the parties to this case jointly agreed upon the following proposed schedule for recommendation in the alternative to the Commission in the event the Commission decides to hold a hearing, but reserved their respective rights in the first instance to support or oppose the holding of a hearing in separate pleadings filed contemporaneously herewith:

2.  The parties developed this compressed schedule in light of the Commission's obligation under 47 USC 252(e) to take action herein by September 2, 2003.  

3.  Because of the short time frame, the parties have also agreed to the following procedures at a hearing:  (1)  a party would be allowed 15 minutes to elicit rebuttal testimony from each of its witnesses; (2)  each opposing party would be allowed 10 minutes to conduct cross-examination of each witness; (3)  after any questions from the Commissioners or Regulatory Law Judge, each opposing party would be allowed 5 minutes for further cross-examination based on such questions; and (4) the sponsoring party would then be allowed 15 minutes for redirect.

4.  The starting time proposed for the first day of the hearing is later than normal to accommodate travel restrictions on some counsel.  However, the parties agreed that those attorneys who can appear by 9:00 AM would assist the bench in marking the pre-filed exhibits for all parties to assure commencement of on-the-record proceedings promptly at 10:00 AM.

5.  In light of the short time frame, the parties request an expedited transcript.  The parties propose that the post-hearing briefing schedule be set at the conclusion of the hearing.

WHEREFORE, Staff, on behalf of itself and the parties to this case, prays in the alternative that in the event the Commission holds a hearing in this matter, that it grant this Motion in the Alternative for Establishment of Procedural Schedule.
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
